SO, WHAT DO CHRISTIANS DO?  WHAT IS IT THAT GOD CALLS US TO BE 
AND DO IN THE WORLD? 
 
IDEALLY, WHAT WE ARE TO DO AS CHRISTIANS IS TO LIVE IN LOVING 
SERVICE TO GOD IN THE WORLD, ACCORDING TO THE WAY WE WERE 
CREATED.  IN OTHER WORDS, WE ARE TO LIVE LIKE CHRIST IN A 
BROKEN WORLD.  (SEE VPC’S VISION/MISSION STATEMENT.) 
 
EACH OF US HAS A UNIQUE COMBINATION OF PERSONALITY TRAITS 
AND GIFTS – GIFTS OF THE HOLY SPIRIT (GOD WITHIN US) – SPIRITUAL 
GIFTS – TO BE PUT TO USE FOR THE KINGDOM.   
 
OUR SPIRITUAL GIFTS ARE NOT NECESSARILY CONNECTED TO OUR 
TALENTS OR EDUCATION OR WHAT WE DO FOR A LIVING.  OUR PLACE 
IN THE BODY OF CHRIST MAY DIFFER GREATLY FROM OUR PLACE IN 
THE WORKADAY WORLD.  IN THE CHURCH WE MAY HAVE A “NEW” 
IDENTITY. 
 
THE MISSION OF THE CHURCH IS THE SUM TOTAL OF THE LIFE AND 
WORK OF EACH MEMBER.  WHEN A PERSON JOINS A CHURCH, A 
CONGREGATION INCREASES ITS MISSION; WHEN A PERSON LEAVES A 
CHURCH, A CONGREGATION DECREASES ITS MISSION. 
 
WHEN WE ARE ABLE TO PUT INTO PRACTICE THE DESIGN THAT GOD 
HAS PUT WITHIN US, WE FIND HIGH LEVELS OF ENERGY, 
FULFILLMENT, AND PURPOSE. 
 
• SO, SPIRITUAL GIFTS ARE PARTICULAR ABILITIES GIVEN BY CHRIST 

THROUGH THE HOLY SPIRIT FOR THE GOOD OF THE WHOLE 
CHURCH SO IT MAY DO CHRIST’S WORK IN THE WORLD. 

 
EACH ONE OF US HAS AT LEAST ONE SPIRITUAL GIFT THAT 
COMPLEMENTS OUR GOD-GIVEN PERSONALITY AND CHARACTER. 
 
EVERY BELIEVER IS DIFFERENT, YET EACH ONE IS GIFTED.  NO ONE IS 
PASSED OVER!  NONE IS EXPENDABLE! 
 
WE ARE NOT BETTER WHEN SOME ARE ABSENT.  THE CHURCH IS AT 
ITS BEST WITH ALL PRESENT AND THE UNIQUE COMBINATIONS OF 
GIFTS FLOURISHING.

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THE THEOLOGY OF SPIRITUAL GIFTS 
 
Definition:   A "spiritual gift" is a special attribute given by the Holy Spirit to every 
 member of the Body of Christ according to God's grace for use within the context 
 of the Body.  
 (from Your Spiritual Gifts Can Help Your Church Grow by C. Peter Wagner) 
 
The difference between "spiritual gifts" and "talents & abilities' 
The Theology of Gifts 
1.  God has selected each of us to receive certain spiritual gifts.  Paul makes this point 
quite definitely in Romans 12:6.  These special gifts will help you to be in partnership 
with God. 
 
 
 
2.  God chooses the gifts given to each of us with perfect knowledge of us. I Corinthians 

12:11 makes this clear.  God takes into consideration our interests, education, 
experience, and personality and God gives us the gifts that "fit" us. 

 
 
 
3.  God wants each of us to use our gifts.  I Corinthians 12:13-27 reminds us that our gifts 

are needed in the Body of Christ. 
 
 
 
4. God has given these gifts to each of us for the purpose of ministry and service. 

Romans 12:9-21 assures us of this truth. 
 
 
 
5.  God intends that the work of the Church will be accomplished through the gifts given 

to each person in the Church.  Ephesians 4:12 reminds us that these gifts are to be 
used "to build and strengthen" one another in the church.
